We would like to draw your attention to the European Masterclass of Renal Physiology and Pathophysiology for the Clinician scheduled to be held at the Royal College of Physicians in London on June 19th -21st, 2008.
The meeting targets the next generation of academic physicians in internal medicine and nephrology from Europe (100 participants) and will convey the message that Renal Physiology epitomises the physiological basis of medicine and its application at the bedside, and that it is an essential part of the education of a clinical nephrologist – in particular those who ultimately will impart their knowledge to junior doctors in training.

We are writing to offer you the opportunity to select a member of your team who fits the description above, and to give him or her the chance to participate in the meeting. If you do nominate someone, you might also encourage them to draft with you an application for a 1 yr fellowship (20,000 GBP) in an external high quality research laboratory within Europe, the US or elsewhere. The fellowship will allow the candidate to gain basic or clinical physiology experience and training, and to bring some new expertise back to your Department as part of his further training. The application should contain a 1 page CV and a 3 page (maximum) description of the project co-signed by the fellow, the external research director and yourself, thereby documenting acceptation of the fellow in said laboratory and confirming your willingness to support and mentor the fellow under your leadership on their return.
The program (enclosed, but subject to change) will be constructed to extend beyond the kidney itself (i.e. fluids, electrolytes, acid base balance and nephrolithiasis) and to include the major organs related to kidney function (e.g. liver, cardiovascular system and bone). Each organ-centred session will be sequentially covered by a clinician, more “physiology or basic science oriented”, and a clinician, more “clinical pathophysiology oriented”. Participants will be strongly encouraged to actively engage in the discussions and interact with the speakers; indeed, as a masterclass there will be 25 internationally renowned speakers and chairpersons. The programme begins with the arrival of delegates on the evening of June 19th, lasts all day on June 20th, including an evening dinner session, and ends at 12:15 h on June 21st.
